When U.S. News & World Report publishes its annual showcase of “America’s Best Hospitals,” being an ANCC Magnet organization contributes to the total score for quality of inpatient care.

During the site visit, the appraisers verify that the written evidence is well developed,

disseminated and ingrained in the culture throughout all levels of the organization.


Magnet hospitals must provide a status report on their continued journey to excellence every two years and must undergo complete reevaluation every four years to retain the designation.
